Businesses Rejoice! 4th February 2010 
 

I am glad and relieved that the Reserve Bank do not listen to all of the media 
hype with most pundits basically demanding that the Reserve Bank lift interest 
rates for a fourth consecutive month.  Obviously these media people do not 
have businesses or need to deal with banks and obtain business finance. 
 

There could only ever be one reason to lift interest rates (this early in the year with so little 
economic data available) and that would be to curb inflation if it was growing too fast.  According to 
Glenn Stevens, Governor Reserve Bank, “Inflation is expected to be consistent with the target in 
2010.” Mr Stevens also stated “Lenders have generally raised rates a little more than the cash rate 
over recent months and most loan rates have risen by close to a percentage point.” 
 
It was also comforting to hear that Mr Stevens is in touch with the financing restrictions that Banks 
have imposed on businesses especially SME’s when he stated, “Business credit, in contrast, has 
continued to fall, as companies have sought to reduce leverage, and lenders have imposed 
tighter lending standards  and in some cases sought to scale back their balance sheets .  The 
decline in credit has been concentrated among large firms, which generally have had good access 
to equity capital and, more recently, to debt markets; credit conditions remain difficult for many 
smaller businesses .” 
 
Banks have made it as difficult as possible for businesses to obtain finance as they continue to hold 
the business sector at ransom with their much higher interest rate margins, drastically tightened 
lending standards, increased security requirements and restrictive loan conditions.  I realise that 
these are harsh words however reality is that the economy only functions properly when the money 
wheels are turning.  
 
While the Reserve Bank has only put the cash rate on hold it gives businesses breathing space and 
time to regroup and explore their options.  At LINK we have done just that as without finance for 
buyers of businesses we can’t get sales.  We have interrogated quite a few financiers over the past 
few weeks in search of answers and options for our clients, and I am happy to report that we have 
found creditable institutions that are not as arrogant as the big four and can offer excellent 
alternatives. 

 
Don’t get me wrong, we still deal with the major banks and do good business with them however 
decisions and policies are now made at a much higher level and most bankers love to play “Pass 
the Buck.”  They need the competition and our clients need access to funds.   
 
Business sales are strong with buyer demand greater than supply however funding for many buyers 
still remains an issue and as we rejoice momentarily in the RBA’s decision and favourable 
comments the fact remains the same; reforms to Business Banking in Australia are desperately 
needed.
